The Counseling Center provides comprehensive psychological services free of charge to 
UCF students.  Students wishing to receive individualized treatment will meet with a    

counselor for an initial intake to determine the focus of therapy or treatment.  Beyond     
individual counseling, the Counseling Center also offers group counseling, couples     

counseling, career counseling and crisis intervention.  Counseling Center staff also provide 
outreach and prevention programs.  One such program is Self-Discovery Knights, a weekly 
workshop held to promote student development and aid in self-improvement.  Topics in the 

Self-Discovery Knights series include stress management, dating, and decision making.  
Several Self-Discovery Knights workshops remain for November. The Counseling Center 
also facilitates the local chapter of Active Minds, a student organization that promotes 

awareness of mental health issues among students.  A complete list of Counseling Center  
services, Group Therapy schedules, outreach activities, and other campus resources can 
be found at the Counseling Centerõs website.  The Counseling Center is located on the east 

side of campus next to the Health Center.
